DANS has three main data collections: 

I. Social sciences: The DANS Steinmetz Archive collection contains a large number of social science data from 1962 until the present that relate to The Netherlands. Metadata, data and documentation files are stored in the electronic archiving system DANS EASY. The metadata of the secured micro files of Statistics Netherlands (CBS) are also included in DANS EASY and can be requested through EASY. The collection is continuously supplemented with new data from recently conducted surveys. http://www.dans.knaw.nl/en/data/info_steinmetz/ 

II. History (Humanities): The NHDA collection comprises a wide range of historical data sets relating to the Netherlands and its former colonies, and/or created by Dutch historians. The data sets cover the earliest historical periods up to and including contemporary history. Almost all of them are based on archival sources. Many of the sets can be downloaded via the archiving system DANS EASY. EASY contains data sets deposited with DANS, as well as ‘registered’ datasets. Registered data sets are brief descriptions of data that are not (yet) included in the data archive. The NHDA also manages a number of websites based on historical data sets. http://www.dans.knaw.nl/en/data/info_nhda/ 

III. Archeology: The e-Depot for Dutch Archaeology contains digital data files relating to research by Dutch archaeologists. The data consists of primary archaeological details of excavations, regional studies and material studies. The data sets relate mainly to research that has already been completed and published, and the authors have made their basic data available to other researchers.
